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Nature is very peaceful and is everywhere around people and in the world. The two photographs that I took to describe in this essay, are related to nature and I picked them because of the events that linked them to each other through chronology, and because of their unique view as well. In this essay I will describe and compare the photographs, “The Tree Under the Street Lamps” and “Lights on the Field,” and explain how is chronology linked between these photographs. 
In the picture “The Tree Under the Street Lamps” there is a big tree which is in a corner from a separated section of the Frank Sigel Park and is between 2 street lamps. The main thing people see majority of the times is the tree, which is in the center of the photograph, along with the grass under it. The grass under the tree and in front from where I was, is not fully green but, combined with brown or what it looks like almost dying grass. The sky is not very clear but is radiating light, and there are other trees that because they are behind and a little bit further from the big tree I focused on taking the picture, look like they were combined forming a chain of trees with the big tree in the center. In addition, the street lamp on the left side of the tree has its lights on, while the street lamp on the right side has its lights off. This effect of the lights on. combined with the light radiating from the sky on top of it, gives the photograph a unique look. The sky during that afternoon was not clear but with some clouds covering the sun, give a feeling that it was going to rain but it didn’t.  The chronology of this photograph is that before I took the photo, baseball players were practicing behind where I was for a game that they had later that afternoon. 
I took the second photograph “Lights on the Field” in the same section of the Frank Sigel Park from where I took the photograph “The Tree Under the Street Lamps.” In this photograph there are two baseball fields, one next to the other. There are six street lamps in the scene and many trees surrounding that section of the park. There is a lot sand between the place where I was to the point where there is a division of sand and grass, almost reaching the street lamp that is right in the middle of the photograph. There is a second baseball field around four of the six street lamps, and is smaller than the field where I took the photograph from. The sky is kind of a dark blue because I took this photograph between day light time and almost during night time. The two baseball fields give the photograph a striking view with the light of the street lamps illuminating the fields giving a clear look of the scene. Three of the street lamps are between the trees, while the other three are in an open space giving full illumination to the scenery, and also there two bases on top of the sand, in the center of the photograph. The camera made a striking effect with the lights of the street lamps like a big ball of light around the lamps. I couldn’t see the glow effect that the camera made with the lights of the street lamps with my eyes, however this effect of the light gives a unique look to the photograph. The chronology of this photograph is that there was a baseball game before I took the photograph, and that’s the reason why there are a lot of footprints on the sand in front from where I was.
Although these two photographs differ from each other because of their color and frame, there are many things that they both have in common. I took both of these photographs in the Frank Sigel Park the same day, however, at separate times. The sky and the trees are presented in both photographs, giving a feeling of nature and peace to both. There are street lamps presented on both, and the light effect that is presented in both photographs from the lights of the street lamps that I couldn’t see with my eyes before taking them, is one of the things that they share. Separation is also a common fact there since in one photograph one field was separated from the other field, and in the other photograph two sections the park was separated from each other. However, these two photographs are different because the photograph “Lights on the Field” had sand involved in its scenery, while “The Tree Under the Street Lamps” didn’t, furthermore, one was taken during day time while the other one almost during night time. The chronology between these photos is linked, since the practice that the baseball players had before I took the photograph “The Tree Under the Street Lamps,” helped them to be ready to play the baseball game that finished before I took the photo “Lights on the Field.” 
I chose the photograph “Lights on the Field” as my favorite photo because the chronology helped me a lot to link it with the photograph “The Tree Under the Street Lamps” and create a more understandable idea of them. Susan Sontag in her essay from 1960s and 70s, on photography says: “As photographs give people an imaginary possession of a past that is unreal” (533). I relate to this quote because the past that happened in these photographs is gone, but I can relive the moments by looking at the photographs.
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
