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Landmarks 
I took these two photo, “The Statue of Liberty Nighttime” and “Manhattan Bridge Daytime” because they left a great impression on me. The Statue of Liberty and Manhattan Bridge look amazing to me not only from up close but also in the photo. I find these two photos very interesting because of their colors and their surroundings. While I like the bridges in New 

York City, I find the statue of liberty more interesting and meaningful. Why is the statue of liberty meaningful to me? It is meaningful to me because it represent and idea to me, freedom. The statue of liberty have more meaning to me than Manhattan Bridge and I will explain this through examine two photo’s studium, punctum, and dominate impression and then comparing them. 

The First photo, The Statue of Liberty in night, I took this photo because during the nighttime it was standing out in the area and it was something that had no equal around that time. The statue was shining tall in dark, a strong light was lighting the statue from down to up. The Statue itself was clearly visible, from the foundation to the torch at, the torch looks like it is on fire. The light on the statue had a reflection towards the water, which it created a path, and the path directs the eyes to the entrance dock. The dock was also visible in dark because there were lights covering it. In the right side of the Statue, there many colored light, those lights are most probably from cars. When I took at this photo, I feel amazed, because it is an incredible sight and it is very powerful. Around the area, not many objects can match its greatness, and from far away it is shining and attracts gazes. Looking at this photo, it pierces me and gives me a special feeling. In my native country, in my hometown, there is a tall statue of Buddha, these two might be very different, but it reminds me of the past and home. I believe my photo “The Statue of Liberty Nighttime”, June 5, 2015, is relate to what Susan Sontag stated in “Essays of the 1960s & 70s”. “As photographs give people an imaginary possession of a past that is unreal.” This photo reminds me of the past and the feeling that I had when I stood in front of the statue of Buddha. Both statues represent different ideas and philosophy but to me it has very similar feelings.
In the second photo, the Manhattan Bridge in day, I like this photo because of the bridge, clouds, and water. I took this photo during the day, the bridge is divided to two half’s, and half of the bridge is in frame and under the bridge is water. The water is dividing two sides; behind the bridge are buildings that could be residential complex or offices. There are white clouds covering the top left side of the bridge while on the top right side the sky is clear and blue. In the bottom of the frame, the top of fence is visible, since the fence protects people from falling in to water, I assume that the water must be very deep and it could be very dangerous for swimming. Even though it’s daytime, there is still shadow at the bottom of the bridge. I feel happy and grateful looking at this photo because the bridge connects hundreds of people and give them a safe path, and it creates an attraction for the people to visit and enjoy. This photo reminds me of traveling in my native country. Driving with cars from capital city to countryside is not safe because of bad roads and there were not stable bridges. It required the drivers to be more than cautious and watch out for the rocky road and narrow path. I think my photo: Manhattan Bridge daytime, Oct 29, 2015” is very close to what John Berger said in “Understanding a Photograph”. “The true content of a photograph is invisible, for it derives from a play, not with form, but with time.” “Manhattan Bridge daytime” might be just another photo among other photos I have taken but when time moves on; surely, it will remind me of a very good memory. 
These two photos have their similarities and differences. The major similarities of these two photos are in their studium. In the first photo the light on the statue have a reflection downwards, which it shows that there is water in front of the statue and in second photo, under the bridge is water. This element of water have a big effect on both photos, the water is like a barrier and it is isolating both objects from its surrendering and make the objects look larger and it make them stand out more, but the lights on the both photos are completely different. In the first photo, the light is artificial and it is from larger flashlights while in the second photo the light is natural. Since the lighting is different, the object color looks different too, The Statue is green, and bridge is light blue. The sky also plays a role in both photos. In the first photo, because its night there aren’t any cloud so the main focus is the statue and only the statue, but in the second photo there is cloud covering the background and looking at the bridge which is main focus, the clouds come next in eye sight. “The Statue of Liberty Nighttime” is great and it is the only one in whole world while the “Manhattan Bridge Daytime” is a bridge and there are many like it around the world.
What I have learnt through describing these two photos is  that even though as time passes on and memories fade away, a mere photo can remind me of good time and events that I hold dear. Both landmarks have their own characteristics and some aspects can change during daytime or nighttime.
