[bookmark: _GoBack]Essay 3: Literary Research and Character Analysis Essay (30%), spring 2016, Prof. Scanlan
Basic Directions: Write a 3-4 page (800 word) character analysis of Paule Marshall’s Brown Girl, Brownstones using one journal article and our critical terms. More specifically, you must chose one of two critical journal articles and explore how this journal article informs your understanding of the novel and the characters you chose to explore. In addition, students must utilize at least one of the following ideas that we have worked with in class: colonial homesickness, modern homesickness, global homesickness, radical homesickness, intellectual homesickness, metaphors, symbols, war, or another major concept or theme that we have discussed.
More Specifically: In writing this analysis, you will need to choose the journal article with care: “No Outlet for the Blues: Silla Boyce’s Plight in Brown Girl, Brownstones,” by Trudier Harris; or, “Talk as a Form of Action: An Interview with Paule Marshall,” by Sabine Bröck. Both articles are under the Readings tab on OpenLab. Second, choose two characters with care. Next, you should describe and then analyze one or two scenes in which the characters reveal their similarities and differences. Fourth, consider how the article helps you to understand the relationship between these two characters—this analysis may form part of your conclusion, but it also might inform your thesis.
