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 During the field trip to Duggal Visual Solutions I saw many pictures and the machines that make them also I saw that a 3D effect can be created from reflections through a mirror. I found it interesting that there were literally a lot of different types of prints used for photos , like matte and metallic. There even was a huge room where they would print photos that would not be able to have been printed on a regular printer. In the front was a glass picture or a mountainous area that could reflect the colors of the current time of day, for example if the sun was setting that the orange colors would reflect upon the picture itself giving a warm sense of color. 


Before the field trip I never knew there were techniques used to; I guess you can say “enhance” a picture. There were certain photos with a certain “effects” used to add a different look to a photo, one example would be a three dimensional photo which is used to add depth to a picture. Duggal is a huge place inside despite its compact looking size outside,and has many rooms of which they have meetings.  During the presentation I learned more about printing and the colors normally used in printing (CMYK color model) along with RGB. Our guide gave us an explanation on the history or photography and why it was used in the first place. After talking with us he showed us where everything was and gave examples from his experiences. The trip most definitely provided an insight on the world of photography and made me reconsider what I would want to do as a career. Duggal visual solutions had a lot of pictures and photos all over taken by a variety of  people. I couldn’t stop thinking about how they were able to capture and even create certain things within a picture that couldn’t be taken in real life. Over the atmosphere seemed busy but also fun at the same time because of the fact that these people seemed to like what they do for a living. I found our guide to be very knowledgable and a bit funny as he made a few jokes to help break the ice to make it seem as if our whole time there wouldn't be spent in us just listening and be quiet. One thing I did realize is how big a role photos played in media and how much it related to film and television. Out of all the things I saw at Duggal what interested me the most was the use of a type of reflectional mirror that gave of a 3D like image  of an object. It turned out that the same object was used in magic shows and the secret to it is placing an item inside of it so that its reflection shows the item sitting on top. Overall the field trip to Duggal Visual Solutions we not only insightful but also a great experience and a great opportunity to see how a  company like that runs internally. Duggal has set a good reputation for itself and that was evident with not only all the pictures they had up but their workforce as they were working hard to not only produce high quality images but display them also. 
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
