2- counterpart: (n)
A person or thing closely resembling another, especially in function:
The Yemeni stiffed every opportunity to be photographed with his Saudi Arabic counterpart.
 3- Odds: (n) usually used with a plural verb)
The probability that something is so, will occur, or is more likely to occur than something else:
The odds are that war between Saudi Arabic and Yemen will stop this week.
4- the odds of subsequent college graduation: the chance of going to the college and ultimately graduate from it.
The odds of subsequent college graduating in this few years is clear.
