	Grading Criteria

	Introduction: The introduction provides background information to the topic (the text to be discussed) and stimulates the reader to think receptively about it (a.k.a. the “hook”).

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Thesis: The thesis (controlling idea) of the essay is clear and easily identifiable by the reader. A thesis statement, usually part of the introduction, is written in one or two sentences.

	Body: The body should defend/explain the thesis statement by giving three (or more) points of support and three (or more) references to the text. The body should also explain how and/or why the reference defends/explains the thesis statement.
