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        Homosexuality has been studied by scientist for years and it has introduced a debate on whether or not homosexuality is a choice or in our genes. I believe that Men are born gay due to the fact that genetics plays a role in finding a partner and the fact that no man would ever choose to be something that would cause them to live a difficult life, However, family, culture, evolution, and religion have a dramatic impact in gay people’s lives causing them to actually make a decision if they should pursue their desires or not based on their situation. These five articles will explain the different experiences of gay males who say they were born gay and the effects they encounter from family and religion.

     Gay people, without a doubt, go through one of the toughest struggles. This is something that no sane person would ever want to choose over a normal heterosexual life. We are programmed by our genetics from birth to be attracted to a certain gender which is why we know from an early age if we are attracted to males or females. The End of Eddy by Edouard Louis, “Mannerisms” is a chapter that gives a small glimpse of some of the struggle Eddy went through as a kid. He grew up hearing his parents constantly ask him “why does Eddy act like such a girl” and “that kids got a screw loose, he’s not right in the head” (Louis). As a young boy that can be quite traumatizing and hard to hear from you parents, however, Eddy explains that the way he acted was just natural, the feminine gestures, and high pitch screams of excitement was just how he was. Whenever he would cross dress and pretend he was in a fashion show; he describes that as the most beautiful he had ever seen. It was never Eddy’s fault that he never liked doing what all the other boys were doing such as sports and girls, it’s just not in his genetics, he was born that way.
      
        Scientific research has been done on homosexuality for quite some time now, but Dean Hamer, a researcher from the National Cancer Institute, after much thinking, concluded that maybe there might be some scientific reason for sexual identity. “The Last Mile” by Siddhartha Mukherjee states that Hamer Launched his study of Homosexuality in the Human Genome in 1991, He had pairs of brothers tested, the percentage rate of both brothers being gay by about 20 percent. Hamer used the information of all the gay subjects to create a family tree of many generations and discovered that every gay man had a gay uncle from the maternal side and with this information Hamer inferred that the gay gene had to be carried from an X chromosome. Although the “gay gene” has not been discovered yet, many “gay locations” have been spotted which will soon lead to the gay gene. Not just Hamer’s study, but other studies involving identical twins have uncovered that they share emotions of empathy, love music and behavior. Human Genetics has many factors that we haven’t discovered yet but one thing we know for sure, is that sexual identity is located somewhere in there.

      In some parts of the world, being gay is considered a crime and could be punishable by death. However, some of these places cultures are completely different, where men wear makeup, hold hands, and they’re even allowed to kiss. Muslim countries are very hard to live in if you are gay and you have to be very cautious because if you are caught, your family will either ostracize you or physically attack you. In Brian Whittaker’s “Everything you need to know about homosexuality” he gives us a variety of different Muslim countries and they all have a different culture which gives a different outcome of life for a gay man living there. Whittaker states that some families in these very patriarchal areas allow for their son to be gay as long as they’re involved in a fake marriage to protect the family from ridicule. In Iran, any form of homosexual act is punishable by death and these circumstances would deprive people from wanting to come out because their life depends on it.

          The Article “Born or Bred” by Newsweek Staff, explains the testimony of Doug Barnett, a 28-year-old male who lived a majority of his life as a straight man, until his identical twin brother came out as gay. After being skeptical about his own sexuality due to his brother coming out, he tried sexual intimacy with men and he came out a year later to his parents. Sometimes it can take a while to figure yourself out and know what it is that you want. For Doug it was his brother coming that made him realize that he might be gay as well. The scientific studies showed that when one identical twin was gay there was a 52 percent chance for the other to be gay as well.

   Sexual identity is something we have no control of. It all depends on genetics “How homosexuality benefits Evolution” by James O’Keefe, however, shows us that not only does it depend on genetics but evolution is the key factor for the gay gene. Thousands of years ago when there were hunter gatherers, evolution slowly started producing gay males. In those time periods, it was beneficial for at least one man to stay with the women while the men went out to hunt, and this of course protected the women but also left a man to think he was the same as them. Additionally, evolution also created the gay gene so that peace would be created between the men and women and there would not be too much fighting amongst the men, it also acted as a form of population control.
